Book of Gospels 
Within the Liturgy of the Word, the reading of the Gospel is the 

high point, and thus special reverence and attention are given to 

it.  The use of the Book of Gospels does not minimize the 

importance of the first two Readings or the Responsorial Psalm.  

For this reason, the Lectionary should always be used by the 

Lectors and should reverently be placed on the Ambo before the 

celebration begins.  It is removed after the period of silence 

following the Second Reading. 

It is appropriate and beneficial to use the Book of Gospels at the 

Sunday Eucharist and other solemn celebrations.  This adds to 

the dignity of the proclamation of the Gospel and the celebration 

itself. 

In the opening procession, the Book of Gospels is carried by a 

Lector. 

The Lector who carries the Book of Gospels lays it on the Altar.  

It is placed flat beside the Roman Missal and remains closed. 

After the Second Reading, the Lector places the Lectionary on 

the table under the Divine Mercy picture. 
 

These changes are effective the weekend of September 23/24.
